A Few Reminders:

Uniform: It is always lovely to see the children returning in smart new uniforms and shiny new shoes and we ask that correct
and appropriate school uniformis worn at all times. This is in keeping with our “look smart, think smartly” ethos — appearances
really do make a difference to attitudes! This does also include PE kit — t-shirts should be white and track-suits / shorts etc.
should be navy or black. All children with hair longer than their shoulders must wear their hair tied back. Hair accessories
should be small, discrete and in line with uniform colours. This applies for girls and boys. Small stud earrings only are permitted
and these must either be removed or covered with micropore tape (which we provide) during PE and swimming lessons for
health and safety reasons. No other jewellery is permitted. Temporary tattoos and nail varnish are also not permitted.

Attendance: There has been a lot in the news lately regarding attendance, but the fact remains that in order to do well,
children need to be in school consistently. Not only is their learning important but time at school means building all important
social skills, confidence and self-esteem.
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In terms of school days missed in one academic year:

98% attendance = less than 4 days absence

95% = less than 10 days absence

90% = 4 weeks absence

85% =5 ¥ weeks absence

80% =7 ¥ weeks absence

Over 5 school years:

85-90% attendance = roughly half a school year missed
80% attendance = one whole school year missed

We do understand that as parents you are in the best position to judge whether your child is well enough to attend school.
Avoidable absence for days out, long weekends and holidays are absences that | would ask you to consider carefully before
taking your child out of school. Attendance regulations dictate that Headteachers are not permitted to authorise leaves of
absence during term time unless there are exceptional circumstances.

Leave can only be considered upon the completion of an absence request form — available from our website.

Every child will arrive at school on time: Classroom doors open at 8:30 — early morning learning begins at this time - and
doors close at 8:45. Arriving late can be disruptive and stressful for children, especially if lateness is frequent.
As we dive into the rest of this term, our school diary is filling up rapidly with a host of engaging events and important dates.

Staffing:

Myself and Mrs Reavill arrived in Easter last year, but our recruitment did not stop there. We have welcomed Miss Chloe
Wilson to Chilton and she is teaching team Turquoise. She brings with her a wealth of experience and she has already begun
to build really strong relationships with her class.

Other changes for the start of the year: Teaching Assistants Mrs Shannon Brown has made her return to Chilton in addition
to Mrs Rebecca Newton. Sports coach Cameron Keam has also joined the team. He has already started to get involved with
Chilton’s sporting activities and adds extra capacity to maintain our high aspirations for sport at Chilton.
