	During this term, the children will be listening to a range of fiction and non-fiction books.
They will be encouraged to predict what they think will happen and to retell the story by thinking of the main events in the story. 
 
In Term 6, in RWI, children will continue to be taught in small groups. They will continue to learn to recognise and form their set 1 sounds and most groups will be learning Set 2 sounds. These are: 
ay-may I play (play, clay, day) 
ee – what can you see? (feet, seen) 
igh-fly high (night, sight, might) 
ow-blow the snow (blow, snow, glow) 
oo-poo at the zoo (soon, moon) 
oo-look at the book (book, look, shook)
or-shir the door (fork, fort) 
air-that's not fair (fair, pair) 
ir-whirl and twirl (shirt, girl) 
ou-shout it out (shout, pout)
0y – enjoy the toy (toy, boy)
We will continue to teach the children to blend and segment sounds in order to be able to read and write regular words. The children will continue to learn some irregular ‘red words’ (e.g. the, of, my, he, she).
The children will also be learning to write short phrases and sentences and will learn to use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.

In addition, the children will be learning to re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense and make changes as appropriate

Then they will move on  to explore and work out mathematical problems including + and -. Following this, the children will be practising their automatic recall on number bonds for numbers 0- 10 (including doubling facts) .  The children will learn to use time to sequence events including positional language and relational terms. In addition, they begin to experience specific time durations (including becoming familiar with measuring tools in everyday experiences and play e.g. a stopwatch). 

The children will identify patterns around us (e.g. stories, songs, rhymes, wallpaper etc).

	Children will begin by going back in time and exploring the past through their class timeline. Children will look at many different images of dinosaurs which lived many, many years ago and will be describing them. We will explore how we know that dinosaurs existed because of the work of palaeontologists such as Mary Anning.
 The children will classify dinosaurs as herbivores, omnivores or carnivores.
During this topic, the children will also explore how materials can change state (e.g. water freezing to become ice and then melting back to water, chocolate melting from a solid to a liquid).
Children will explore the habitats of dinosaurs and recreate these in the small world areas.
