Year 1 Term 6 Medium Term Plan 
	Topic Title: Everchanging environments 

	English 
This term, we will continue to review and learn set 1, set 2 and set 3 sounds (depending what group we are in). We will have lots of practice looking for special and chatty friends in words, Fred talking, Fred talking in our heads and reading the words.  
Children will also have lots of practise using these sounds in their spellings, using Fred fingers and pinching the sounds to help them. We will continue to hold a sentence to practise remembering what we are writing and thinking of all the things we need to include (capital letters, finger spaces and full stops). 
Handwriting will continue to be a focus with gross motor and fine motor activities being incorporated into our daily routines. These activities will support children’s pencil grip and letter formation.  
We will continue to write in our thematic sessions and have daily red word activities. Additionally, we will be writing a ‘showpiece’ each week. This will sometimes link with our thematic learning but may also be linked to other parts of the curriculum. We will be focusing on sentence construction, use of correct punctuation, conjunctions (and, but, so, because) and use of adjectives to describe. We will also be re-reading our writing to check that it makes sense and make changes as needed.

	RE 
In Term 6, children will learn about what Muslims celebrate and facts about the Islamic religion. They will learn about Mecca, Ramadan and Eid al-Fitr. Children will learn how these are celebrated and compare to celebrations they have experienced.  
	PSHE 
In PSHE this term our theme will be ‘Your Words Can Hurt’. We will be reading a poem called ‘The Tiny Scratch’ to prompt conversations about the impact of kind and unkind words. Children will be discussing situations that feel frustrating and how to deal with them calmy and productively. They will be learning how it feels to spread kindness and compliments as well as how it feels to be treated with kindness. We will explore texts such as ‘Words and your Heart’ by Kate Jane Neal and a poem called ‘Smile’ Spike Milligan. 


	Art 
In Art this term, we will be exploring the PSHE theme of  ‘Your Words Can Hurt’. We will be practicing our printmaking skills and planning an expressive showpiece inspired by our PSHE theme. The children will spend the term creating different parts of their showpiece like the background, the subject and the finishing details. They will be using manmade resources to stamp, press and create monoprints. 
	Music 
This term we will focus on singing and playing music together. We will perform both solo and in a chorus. We will learn to invent and improvise within music. 

	P.E.  
During term 6, the children will be learning to replicate a basic running technique. They will also be replicating basic jumping, throwing and slinging techniques. This will be done by using a variety of different athletics games where children will be competing against each other.

	Prior Knowledge: 
	In Reception, in the Understanding the World the children covered the theme of Growth. Within this, the children learnt the words seed, root, petal and stem. They planted seeds and made simple observations as the seeds changed and grew and used observational drawing to record this. Across the year, the children also learnt about the 4 seasons and the key features that identify these seasons. 

	Blurb overview: 
	In this unit, the children will become botanists and learn the basic structure of flowering plants and trees. They will learn and use the language of stem, trunk, flower, blossom, petals, seeds, leaves, roots and branches. The children will use the understanding of plants to be able to identify and understand the differences between evergreen and deciduous trees. When being geographers in Everchanging Environments, we will link our botany learning to geography when learning about the weather and seasons. We will learn how the weather changes throughout the year, we will associate weathers with seasons and to begin to understand the length of the day changes throughout the year resulting in an everchanging environment.

	Week 1 
 
	PSHE Week  
PSHE Lesson 1 - Words Leave Marks. IALT understand that words can hurt feelings.
We will read “The Tiny Scratch” together, discuss how words can affect people and create a class mind map: “Words that help” and “Words that hurt”.
PSHE Lesson 2  - IALT understand how kind words can help others feel happy and confident.  We will speak confidently to our partners, giving them compliments and recognising how it makes us feel to be kind. We will explore how receiving a compliment makes us feel and then we will create a class kindness display by decorating happy faces with kind words.
PSHE Lesson 3 - What Should We Do? IALT know what to do if someone uses hurtful words. In this lesson children will act out scenarios such as ‘someone laughs at your work’ or ‘someone interrupts you’. We will practice calm responses, asking for help, and helping others.
Art Lesson 1 - IALT explore how artists and designers used colours, shapes and lines to create patterns. IALT press, roll rub and stamp to create prints.  In art this term we will be exploring printmaking in greater depth. First, we will look at expressive artworks by a range of artists and discuss what emotions the artist is trying to convey. We will start thinking about how we can create an expressive showpiece to complement our PSHE theme ‘your words can hurt’. 

	Week 2 
 
	Lesson 1 science day We will be conducting 3 science experiments where we will discover what happens when Skittle sweets interact with water, create our own colourful lava lamps, and make amazing bubble rainbows. These fun activities will help us learn about reactions, and how different liquids and bubbles behave in science.
Lesson 2 We will start our new thematic unit by looking at the Big Question ‘How does our environment change over the year?’ We will discuss our ideas around this question. We will then start the week by answering the question What plants do we know and where can we find them?
Using the school grounds, the children will observe and identify some of the wildflowers found. They will also plant some seeds to observe their growth during the next few weeks. We will also be introducing the children to the scientists we will be learning about this term (David Douglas and Alan Titchmarsh) and find out some interesting facts about them.

Past - David Douglas   
Present -Parent/grandparent of child or Alan Titchmarsh 
Identify and name different common and wild garden plants. 
Lesson 3 In this lesson, the children will answer the question What part of the plant is underground?
Using real plants, the children will explore the root part of plants. They will be explicitly taught how to use magnifying glasses to observe closely.
Talk about what they have found out and how they found it out.
Use simple measurements and equipment (for example, hand lenses, egg timers) to gather data. 
 Identify the basic structure of flowering plants and trees – stem/trunk, flower, blossom, petals, seeds, leaves, roots, branches.  
Art – Lesson 2 - IALT press, roll rub and stamp to create prints. IALT create repeated patterns using manmade tools. In this lesson children will plan their showpiece, thinking about which medium and which techniques they will use to achieve the desired result. They will also create the background of their showpiece. 

	Week 3 
 
	Lesson 1 In this lesson, the children will answer the question Can we use a flower to identify a plant?
Using real plants, the children will name and know the purpose of the different parts of a plant (roots, stem, flowers, leaves, seeds). They will then learn to recognise and name some plants in the local environment by looking at their flowers.
Identify the basic structure of flowering plants and trees – stem/trunk, flower, blossom, petals, seeds, leaves, roots, branches.   
Explore the world around them and raise their own questions.
Lesson 2 In this lesson, the children will answer the question Are all tree trunks the same?
The children will learn to name the parts of a tree, including trunk, branch, leaves and blossom. They will learn the purpose of these parts and draw labelled diagrams. They will compare tree trunks by measuring with string.
Identify the basic structure of flowering plants and trees – stem/trunk, flower, blossom, petals, seeds, leaves, roots, branches.  
Record simple data using drawings, taking photographs and simple tables.
Record and communicate their findings in a range of ways and begin to use simple scientific language.  
Use simple measurements and equipment (for example, hand lenses, egg timers) to gather data.  
Lesson 3 In this lesson, the children will answer the question Are all leaves the same?
By using observational skills and magnifying glasses again, children to compare and sort different leaves from trees in the local environment. They will be taught some basic tree names and then they will try to name trees by using their leaves.
Record simple data using drawings, taking photographs and simple tables.
Observing closely, using simple equipment.
 Art Lesson 3 - IALT press, roll rub and stamp to create prints. IALT create repeated patterns using manmade tools.  In this lesson children are going to create a monoprint using a laminated pouch and cotton bud. They may be drawing the outline of their subject in a different colour to their background from last week. Once these have dried the children will be adding writing onto their artwork.

	Week 4 
 
	Lesson 1 In this lesson, the children will answer the question Are all trees the same?
The children will be taught about deciduous and evergreen trees. They will learn the names of some of these.
 Identify a range of deciduous and evergreen trees. 
Understand the difference between evergreen and deciduous trees.  
Lesson 2 In this lesson, the children will answer the question What types of trees do we have here?
The children will use their knowledge of deciduous and evergreen trees to identify them in our school grounds. They will create a diagram to show how a deciduous tree changes through the seasons.
 Identify a range of deciduous and evergreen trees. 
Understand the difference between evergreen and deciduous trees.  
Lesson 3 In this lesson, the children will answer the question What happens when a seed grows?
The children will return to their seeds from the first week. They will use their oracy skills to explain what has happened, including using scientific vocabulary.
Record and communicate their findings in a range of ways and begin to use simple scientific language. 
Talk about what they have found out and how they found it out.
During Power Play the children will be answering the question, what do you know about plants?
Using junk modelling, the children to make their own plants.  
Identify the basic structure of flowering plants and trees – stem/trunk, flower, blossom, petals, seeds, leaves, roots, branches.  
Lesson 4 Trip to Felderland Farm 

	Week 5 
	Lesson 1 Children will recap prior learning about how the weather changes throughout the year and how these can be observed and also describe the weather associated with each season. The children will then learn that the length of the day changes throughout the year.

Lesson 2 thematic quiz 
Lesson 3 Money sense day - children will learn about the differences between needs and wants and that sometimes people may not be able to have the things they want. Art  IALT press, roll rub and stamp to create prints. IALT create repeated patterns using manmade tools. In this lesson children will complete their showpieces by writing emotive language on top of their prints.
