Year 2 Term 6 Medium Term Plan
	Topic Title: A Wonderful World

	English
In Term 6, Year 2 will be reading two fiction texts: Grace and Family by Mary Hoffman and The Magic Finger by Roald Dahl.  
We will continue to develop our reciprocal reading skills of predicting, summarising, clarifying and questioning. This learning will be completed alongside drama activities and poetry, all of which will help us explore the texts in greater detail to ensure we understand the stories in greater depth. We will also continue to improve our fluency and expression when reading aloud by reading and performing to the class. 
We will be writing fiction and non-fiction texts to build on our creative and factual writing skills. These will include the following:   
· Using heading and subheadings
· Using subject specific language
· Writing different sentence types 
· Varying openers 
· Constructing simple and compound sentences  
·  Using a range of conjunctions  
· Writing expanded noun phrases  
· Showing viewpoint 
· Writing action by using verbs and adverbs 
· Writing dialogue 
· Using a range of punctuation 
Our writing outcomes will include character and setting descriptions, narratives, diary entries, a non-chronological report and a persuasive text. 
Reading for Pleasure – weekly sessions. These sessions are designed and planned to promote a positive attitude towards reading, to increase confidence in reading and to support the children with a life-long love of reading.
	Maths
In Maths, this term we will be learning about:

	PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at Healthy Relationships particularly focusing on ‘your words can hurt’. We will be reading and exploring the story ‘Words and your heart’ to show how we can use kind words to look after each other’s hearts. We will be exploring how words can hurt, strategies to help us manage our emotions and feelings so we don’t say something we will later regret and what to do instead of sitting with these bad feelings.
At the end of the term during transition to the next year group, we will be looking at Aspirations and goals for the upcoming year.


	Art:
In Term 6 we will be revisiting collaging to solidify our previously learnt skill. Using PSHE as inspiration, we will be working collaboratively as a Year to create a collage from waste materials. We will be practicing and applying our knowledge of geometric shape, organic shape, textures, colours,  tearing, cutting and layering to create our final piece. We will be referring back to the artists Megan Coyle and Eric Carle to support and inform our collaging techniques.  
	Music
This term, the children will be learning about rhythm in context, focusing on sea shanties and work songs. This will aid their understanding of rhythmical accompaniment through percussion. 


	P.E. 
During Term 6, the children will be learning to replicate a range of different techniques. This will include the basic techniques for running, jumping, throwing and slinging. The children will use these techniques in a variety of different games where they will be competing against eachother.

	Do plants need humans to survive? Do humans need plants to survive?

	Golden Thread:
	Understanding the World

	Prior Knowledge:
	Through Understanding the World, within Science the children have learnt the names of a variety of trees and plants, how plants grow, as well as how plants and trees change over time. They also explored what living creatures need to survive, how plants and animals obtain food and some of the habitats of a variety of plants and animals. Within Geography, the children have learnt about the main features of the UK, name and locate the cities as well as the Oceans around it on simple maps.

	Blurb overview:
	In this unit, the children will learn about the importance of animals and plants and how we are all connected. They will learn that a habitat needs to be a home where there is food, water, air and shelter for an animal or plant to survive. We will explore not only habitats but microhabitats too! We will use this learning to support us understanding food chains. We will then learn more about the world by looking at a variety of maps. We will learn how to use a compass and read maps including maps with symbols and key.  

	Celebration of Learning
	Creating a map which celebrates all of our learning in Wonderful World. Grown-ups will be invited in to see the finished maps instead of read at 3 on the Friday.

	The children will present their maps to the team by focusing on their social and emotional aspects of oracy. The children will recite/deliver a short pre-prepared material to the team. The children will also need to offer their opinions and explain as to why they have used specific symbols or shapes for their bird’s eye view maps of a habitat.

	Week 3
	Monday – Thematic -  I am learning to classify and sort things into the categories of living, non-living and dead things. 
The pupils will be learning using previous learning to classify and sort objects into living, non-living and dead. They will also retrieve their 
knowledge of what living things need to survive.
Tuesday – ART - I am learning to cut and tear organic and geometric shapes. In this lesson, children will be exploring a range of shapes to use. We They will experiment with tearing and cutting shapes.
Wednesday – I am learning to know that animals and plants need each other to survive. Do living things need other living things to survive?
They will be learning about learning about food chains and how living things are interdependent. 
Thursday – PE
Friday – I am learning to know that living creatures need habitats which give them the basic things they need to survive. Where do living things live around the world?
The children will learn what a habit is (both locally and around the world). The children will learn which living things live in these habitats.

	Week 4
	Monday – I am learning to know a variety of plants and animals in their habitats including their micro-habitats. The children will use our local environment to investigate micro-habitats. What living things do we have living at Chilton? Using their knowledge learnt this term and also about local plants in Year 1, the children will identify the range of living things we have here at Chilton.
Tuesday – wildwood 
Wednesday – ART- I am learning to collect, sort and arrange materials according to their colour or texture based on my own ideas. Today we will begin to explore pictures and drawings of the world. Children will use this as inspiration and begin to form ideas on how this could look using waste
Thursday – PE
Friday – I am learning to use locational and directional language to describe a location or route. The children will use locational and directional language to help describe and create a route for a partner to follow, using the terminologies left and right; below .  

	Week 5
	Monday –  I am learning to label a compass with the four compass points.
They will then label a compass accurately (N, S, E, W) and use first-hand experience with compasses to answer direction question around the school.
Tuesday – ART - I am learning to work collaboratively to create a final piece. Children will begin to apply skills with collaging.
Wednesday – I am learning to know symbols in a key. Today we will explore symbols on maps. We will learn symbols and match symbols to their key. In Week 4, the children will explore symbols used on maps and try to match them with their key.  They will then create their own maps in a chosen habitat in a Celebration of Learning, using a bird’s eye view style.  They will include symbols, a key and create instructions using locational and directional language
