Year 4 Curriculum Term 6
	Topic Title: My home, your home

	English
 This term we will be reading ‘I was a Rat’ by the famous and talented children’s author Phillip Pullman. The story begins with a boy appearing at the home of an elderly, childless couple. He says he used to be a rat and behaves strangely.
The first genre that we will learn to write is persuasive writing. We will learn how to structure a persuasive piece; use an introduction; paragraphs organised by argument and a summary. We will learn to use superlatives, adjectives, adverbs, verbs and nouns that are emotive and ambitious. We will learn to use modal verbs to aid our persuasion. The children will study the difference between and how to use formal and informal language appropriately and the difference between spoken, standard and written English (including correct verb inflections). We will learn to become aware of bias and the differing opinions surrounding an issue. We will continue to use a variety of conjunctions to join ideas and extend sentences/ideas, and to link sentences/ideas and sections of writing together. The children will also find out about how varying sentence length can impact the reader in persuasion. We will study how rhetorical questions can be used in a persuasive piece of writing. 
The second genre of the term will be recounts and newspapers. The children will construct a variety of recounts of events, culminating in a newspaper article about a relevant or emotive issue or event occasion. They will learn to use the structure of a recount (5Ws introduction that draws a reader in, background information, chronological events or information, summary that reflects back on events or looks to the future). We will also learn to include reported and direct speech (inverted commas) and other text type features such as headlines, bi-lines, subheadings etc. We will find out how language choices may also be deliberately emotive or employed to present writer bias and/or viewpoint. We will learn to use a variety of openers to link ideas and sections of writing, show chronology or to add information, detail or provide further examples or evidence. We will learn to maintain and accurately manipulate tense, 3rd person and viewpoint in our recounts and newspaper articles. We will explore opposing viewpoints of the same issue or event.

Identity and Belonging
In this unit, we will discover that religion can often be a big part of somebody’s identify. We will learn about tolerance of minority faith groups, about belonging to a community and about refugees.
	PSHE
This term’s theme is ‘Your Words can Hurt’. We will be exploring the poem ‘The Invisible Bruise’ and using it to think about the effect that words can have on others. We will be reading ‘Words and your heart’ by Kate Jane Neal, as this will further embed the key messages for the week.

	Art
In Art this term, we will be revisiting and developing the skills we have learned throughout the year. We will recap a range of drawing techniques, including shading, to help create depth and detail in our artwork. We will also revisit painting skills, exploring different techniques and applying them creatively in our own pieces.
	Music
This term we will be using xylophones to explore transportation and alteration. They will be playing tunes in the major scales C, F and G.

	French
This term the children will be learning the vocabulary for describing items of clothing. They will practise the vocabulary and pronunciation in a variety of ways before moving on to put these into more formal, descriptive sentences.

Throughout Term 6, the children will be competing in a range of different athletics skills. Ranging from throwing for distance, jumping for distance and running for speed.

	Golden thread:

	Prior Knowledge:
	Within People and Places, in Geography across year 3 the children gained a deep understanding of Great Britain, knowing and locating major cities and counties within Great Britain, as well as starting to be able to identify the topographical features of our local area. The children also began to use maps to identify places and features of countries outside of Europe. Within Science, the children explored plants and animals within their local area and have had experience in grouping animals by their characteristics.

	Blurb overview:
	Throughout this unit of learning the children will take a deep look at what life would be like living in Spain. They will look at how the Geography of Spain differs to that of England and how it has changed over time. They will learn how to create their own maps of a specific area, as well as how to use 4 figure grid references. In Science, children will learn all about classification of animals that can be found in both England and Spain. Children will also learn about changing environments and what can pose a danger to living things. This will culminate in a class discussion surrounding the impact of humans on the other living things.

	Spanish Day: Children will have an afternoon of learning embracing everything Spanish. This will include food tasting and trying out some traditional Spanish Flamenco dancing.

	Weekly Overview

	Week 1
	[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]PSHE
Lesson 1: IALT know that bodies and feelings can be hurt by other people’s words and actions.
In this lesson, we will explore and discuss the kind of unkind words that get said at school and describe why these words can be hurtful. We will discuss the use of unkind words whilst using online games or social media, and how harmful this can be. We will then look at the poem ‘The Invisible Bruise’. We will explore the words of the poem and what it can teach us about being unkind. Some of the key questions we will cover in our discussions are:
· “Sticks and stones may break my bones, but words will never hurt me.” Do you agree or disagree? Why? 
· How can our school become a place where everyone feels safe and respected?
· Why do people sometimes join in with unkind comments? 
· How can social media or online games make unkind words more harmful? 
· How can we challenge unkind behaviour safely and respectfully? 
· What does respectful disagreement sound like?
[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Lesson 2: I am learning about the impact of hurtful behaviour.
In this lesson, we will be reading ‘Words and your heart’ by Kate Jane Neal. We will discuss how hurtful words can stick around even after a sincere apology. We will design hearts that represent our self-image and self-worth and then scrunch them up before unfolding them again. This will demonstrate that when we scrunch up the hearts is similar to when someone is unkind to us and that, even when they say sorry and we unfold the hearts, the heart is not the same as it was before. Some key questions for our discussions in this lesson will be:
· Which is easier: saying kind words or repairing hurt caused by unkind words?
· What responsibilities do we have when speaking to others?
· What would happen if everyone in school spoke kindly for a whole week?
· Can words affect someone’s confidence? How?
[bookmark: OLE_LINK4]Lesson 3: IALT create artwork that reflect the theme ‘Your words can hurt’. In this lesson, the children will create a piece of artwork with the title ‘Your words can hurt’. They will use all that they have learnt this week to represent the theme in their artwork.

	Week 2
	SCIENCE WEEK
In this exciting science week, the theme will be ‘Hands on, Brains on, Get Curious!’ The children will be taking part in 3 interesting hands-on science lessons – the content of these is a secret as we don’t want to spoil the outcome!

	Week 3
	GEOGRAPHY
Lesson 1: IALT describe differences between countries of the World.
In this lesson, we will locate the Mediterranean area and the countries there e.g. Spain, Italy, Greece, Cyprus, Tunisia, and find out that they are all located around the Mediterranean Sea. We will focus our learning on comparing Spain and the UK. We will compare how close both of the countries are to the equator and the impact this has on their climate. We will compare both physical and human features in both countries and create a chart that shows these differences.
Lesson 2: IALT know time zones change as you travel around the globe. We will learn that as you travel latitudinally around the World, you travel into different time zones. We will look at a map of the World with the different time zones labelled on it and work out what the time would be in different countries compared to the UK. We will find out that Spain is one hour ahead of us. The children will label the time in different countries on a map of the World compared to the UK, allowing for the time difference.
Lesson 3: IALT describe how topography impacts land use. We will learn that the topography of an area is the forms and features of the Earth’s surface e.g. mountains, hills, oceans, islands, lakes, rivers, valleys, canyons, volcanoes and plateaus. We will look at these features in both Spain and the UK and find out how they have affected how the land is used there e.g. cities built near rivers and volcanoes, valleys could be prone to flooding, mountainsides are hard to build on, canyons can be tourist attractions, plateaus are good for building on as they avoid flooding.

	Week 4
	GEOGRAPHY
Lesson 1: IALT create maps of locations and identify patterns. 
In this lesson we will look at a range of maps of Spain and the UK. We will look at how different maps vary in effectiveness and make comparisons between them. We will identify patterns in land use or climate zones. We will create a map of a specific area of Spain and identify the land use or climate zone. 
Lesson 2: IALT know how to read a 4-figure grid reference. We will look at what a 4-figure grid reference is and how and why they are used on maps. We will learn how to read grid references on maps and use these to locate and describe features on a map of Spain. We will also draw symbols on maps at given locations described using 4 figure grid references. 
SCIENCE
Lesson 3: IALT know that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways. What animals live in Spain? We will look at animals that commonly live in Spain. We will look at how these can be classified as vertebrates and invertebrates, and how vertebrates are classified into fish, birds, mammals, reptiles and amphibians. We will the find out about invertebrates that live in the UK such as worms and woodlice and we will go outside and search for these invertebrates using magnifying glasses, pooters and magnifying pots.

	Week 5
	SCIENCE
Lesson 1: IALT know that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways. What plants live in Spain? We will look at plants that commonly grow in Spain. The children will learn about the classification of trees into deciduous and evergreen and plants into flowering and non-flowering plants. We will go outside and explore the types of trees on the school ground, using their leaf shape to identify them and decide if they are evergreen or deciduous. 
Lesson 2: IALT use a classification key. Is it helpful to group living things? In this lesson we will learn about what a dichotomous classification key is and how to use one to identify common animals and plants found in Spain and the UK.

	Week 6
	SCIENCE 
Lesson 1: IALT to know that environments can change and the effect this has on living things. What dangers are there to Spain’s habitat and its living things? We will discuss previous learning about animals that live in Spain. We will discuss things that pose a danger to living things (pollution, global warming, climate change...) We will have a class discussion entitled ‘Are humans destroying the world?’ and make a poster about this in groups. We will finish by presenting the information on our posters to the class.
ORACY
Lesson 2: IALT use the appropriate tone of voice in the right context. The children will work in groups to prepare and deliver a presentation entitled: Is Spain a better Country than England to live in? They will work on the oracy targets for this term (see above).
RE DAY – Identity and belonging 
Lesson 1: IALT consider the ways in which we express our identity. In this lesson, we will think about how we express our identity and that, for many people, their religion makes up a big part of their identity. We will find out how people of different faiths may show their identity through their clothing, wearing symbols or through their actions.
Lesson 2: IAL about how we can show tolerance and understanding. In this session the children will find out that the Uk has a diverse population of lots of different people with different qualities, family backgrounds, opinions, ideas, beliefs and religious faiths. They will learn what a ‘minority group’ is, and the problems that people in minority groups can sometimes face. We will finish off by thinking about how we can show tolerance to minority groups through our actions.
Lesson 3: IALT explore ways in which a sense of belonging is shaped by relationships and environment. We will think about and discuss where we think we belong and why we feel that way. We will learn about refugees and how leaving their home and having to live in a new country must affect their sense of belonging. We will think about how we can help newcomers and make them feel welcome in our community. We will also think about how our school contributes to our sense of belonging and what the good things are about being part of a school community.
